SST: Student Success Teams, published in 2000 by the California Department of Education and distributed by the EduAlliance Network.

The difference between the terms “Student Study Team” and “Student Success Team” is not merely semantic. Rather than studying students as compilations of problems, Student Success Teams work cooperatively to identify the student strengths and assets upon which success is built, as well as obstacles to achieving success. The teams look at fundamental behavioral and social issues, including resiliency factors, as well as academic issues. The teams then develop a coordinated plan for maximizing the students’ growth and achievement of his or her potential, including intervention techniques, support services, and the identification of resources.

The publication provides a thorough description of the purposes and procedures of a Student Success Team, as well as a developmental resiliency rubric and description of a positive behavioral support system. It also includes a section containing SST forms and tools.
